,\(%/’. Harry Propst
devoted his life to the
practice of medicine and
the opportunity to serve
all who required his surgi-
cal skills, without regard
to their station in life. To
Dr. Propst, each patient
was a gift from God. Dr.
Propst understood the
role of a hospital in the
overall health of a rural community, as the place
to go for injury and illness, as well as an employer

and collaborator with the local education system
and local government. Therefore, he volunteered
his time and wisdom as Chief of the Medical Staff
and a member of the Board of Trustees of Wayne
Memorial Hospital for more than 43 years from
his initial appointment in 1957 until his death in
2001.

Dr. Propst also understood the importance of
planning and investing for the future of the Hos-
pital; and in 1981, readily volunteered to be one
of the founding board members of what is now
Wayne Memorial Health Foundation. He served
until his death in 2001. Later, Dr. Propst’s son,
Peter, accepted the invitation to join the Founda-
tion’s Board, thereby, perpetuating the Propst
family’s interest in our community hospital and
service to the community. During his board ten-
ure, Peter chaired the Nominating Committee and
was a member of the Investment Committee. In
addition, Peter shared his talent and wisdom as a
member of the Health System’s Governance and
Safety Committees. Peter was instrumental in
helping to organize the Dr. Harry D. Propst Sport-
ing Clays Invitational. He convinced his siblings to
lend the family name to this event, sold an abun-
dance of raffle tickets and recruited a small army
of volunteers from his many friends and neighbors.
