Facilities
First operated in the early 1970s by the

Methodist Church, the facility was acquired by
Wayne Memorial Health System in 1999. The
following year, Wayne Delaware Manor was 
renovated and refurbished. 

Current accommodations include 25 private
rooms and two semi-private rooms. Each room
has a private bathroom and walk-in closet and is
equipped with cable TV and telephone 
connections, and smoke and fire alarms.

Furniture is provided, but residents may also
bring their own and decorate their rooms as they
wish. Communal areas include a dining room,

activities room and  sitting room with television,
books, CDs and DVDs.

Services and Staff
Wayne Delaware Manor is staffed by 

•  Licensed Practical Nurses (LPNs)
•  ’Round-the-clock, personal care aides who

offer assistance as needed with activities of
daily living such as bathing, dressing, grooming,
hygiene and medication management

•  Dietary staff which provides three meals a day
•  Housekeeping staff members who arrange

daily laundry and linen services
Other Services Include:
•  Assistance with social, legal, nursing or 

family issues
•  Mail and newspaper delivery
•  Weekly visits from a local beautician
•  Transportation to medical appointments 

and shopping
